The following are prerequisites for kindergarten readiness.

Listening Skills

Listen to a short story (orally read) and maintain attention and
answering several questions pertaining to orally read story.
Auditory discrimination between words, (man-men, bit-bet).

Letter Recognition

Knows some capital and lower case letters.Tracing and drawing
letters and designs using circular strokes, diagonals and straight lines.

Number Recognition

Recognizing and ordering numbers 1-10. Counting as high as the
student can up to 100. Tracing and drawing numbers using circular
strokes, diagonals and straight lines.

Shape and Color Recognition

Knowing simple shapes and colors.

Awareness of Self and the world

Awareness of the world around him/her (above-below, up-down,
etc.). Can speak clearly and express himself/herself in complete
sentences without "baby talk."

Physical Development

Keep balance - walk on a straight line without losing balance, able to
go up and down stairs without stopping on each step.

Maintain energy without easy fatigue (able to perform several tasks in
a row without tiring). Attend to one's self in the bathroom alone,
observing necessary hygiene while there.




Success in Kindergarten

The following tips can help you work with your child and foster kindergarten
readiness skills through everyday activities.

READ T0 THEM.

Make reading an everyday activity and explore a wide variety of
titles and authors. As you read together, talk to your child about
different letters and sounds.

INTRODUCE NEW VOCABULARY WORDS.

Emphasize new words, offer synonyms in daily conversation, use
descriptive words, and read aloud as often as possible.

PRACTICE COUNTING AND COMPARTNG.

Count stairs at home, apples at the grocery store, birds in the sky
— the options are endless. Discuss similarities and differences in
the objects at hand.

PROVIDE SOCTAL OPPORTUNITES

Set up playdates or visit sites where children can socialize and
engage in imaginative play with their peers. This helps children
learn how to share, communicate their own feelings, and
consider the feelings of others.

EXPLORE (;ODS WORD.

Set aside a window of time each day to read Scripture with your
child. Allow them to participate in activities such as Sunday
School, VBS, and other church events where they can be
exposed to God’'s word.

PLAY OFTEN

Whenever possible, opt for physical play over screen time. Play
helps build stamina and fosters both fine and gross motor skills
required for kindergarten success.
